AVAILABILITY


		This program runs under ANVIL-5000 Version 5.x.





DESCRIPTION


	rmpvwent is used to remove entities from a paper view.  The entities are NOT deleted, simply removed from the display of the particular paper view.  The user is asked to select a paper view and then select entities to be removed from the view.





OPTIONS	


	SELECTING THE PAPER VIEW


		PLEASE SELECT THE PAPER VIEW USING THE WKVW HOT BUTTON�		HIT O/C WHEN FINISHED OR REJECT TO EXIT THE PROGRAM


	The next paper view must be selected before entity selection can take place.  Use the WKVW hot button to initiate selection of the paper view.  Hit OP-COMPLETE when the selection has been made.  If the current paper view is the view from which you wish to remove entities, simply hit OP-COMPLETE.





	ALLOWING SELECTION OF DRAFTING ENTITIES


		ALLOW REMOVAL OF DRAFTING ENTITIES?


	By default the program does NOT allow for the selection of drafting/construction entities.  As these entity types should be removed via the normal menu structure by deleting them.  Removing a drafting entity from the paper view is not generally advisable.  Entering ‘N’ or hitting OP-COMPLETE will select the default.  Entering ‘Y’ will enable selection of drafting/construction mode entities.








	SELECTING ENTITIES TO REMOVE FROM VIEW


		SELECT ENTS TO REMOVE FROM VIEW


The user is asked to select the entities that need to be removed from the current paper view.  A different tutorial prompt will be displayed based on the response to the previous question regarding drafting entities.  Also a different selection mask will be in effect based on that previous response.  In both cases a maximum of 4096 entities can be selected at one time.  The entities will first be blanked out, then the program will remove their pointers from the paper view’s display lists, and finally the entities will be unblanked.





ERROR MESSAGES	


	ERROR: MUST SELECT A PAPER VIEW BEFORE�	CONTINUING ON WITH THE PROGRAM.


A paper view must be selected for the program to work.





	ERROR: THIS VIEW CONTAINS ALL VIEW ENTITIES.�	ONLY VIEWS HOLDING SUBSETS OF ALL ENTITIES�	CAN HAVE THEIR ENTITY LISTS MODIFIED


The selected paper view must have been created by selecting a subset of all available entities.  Those paper views which were created by adding ALL entities do not have display lists and therefore can not have entities removed.





DEBUGGING	


This program has a built in debugging feature.  The user may enable this debugging feature by simply setting the value of IUSER(1) to 1 (one).  This is a global COMMON array found under the ^F.9.1.5.4 menu selections.  Once set, run the program again and the user will be presented with a menu to allow different methods/levels of trace output.  The output file will be located in the default LISTDIR.





NOTES


	A zoom auto max-mins may be required to resize the paper view.  This was intentionally left out of the program to eliminate unnecessary repaints.
